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Highlights

In 2002, more than 14.8 million passengers traveled
between Canada and the United States. This is the second
consecutive year that the number of passengers declined
since the signing of the Open Skies Agreement in 1995.
The number of passengers was down 1.4% for both
scheduled and charter flights over the previous year,
scheduled services accounting for a decrease of 2.4%
(366,188 passengers) and charter services an increase
of 93.7% (144,955 passengers).

The terrorist attacks of September 11, 2001 were the major
contributing factors in the decrease in traffic over the
previous year. This decrease was felt exclusively in the
first and second quarters of 2002 while the third and fourth
quarter increases show the markets rebounding after
9/11.

Faits saillants

En 2002, plus de 14,8 millions de passagers ont voyagé entre le
Canada et les États-Unis. Cela constitue la deuxième année
consécutive pour laquelle le nombre de passagers a diminué
depuis la signature de l’entente “Ciels ouverts” en 1995. Le
nombre de passagers a diminué de 1,4% à la fois pour les vols
réguliers et les vols affrétés par rapport à l’année précédente,
les services réguliers ayant reculé de 2,4% (366 188 passagers)
et les services d’affrètement ayant augmenté de 93,7% (144 955
passagers).

Les attaques terroristes du 11 septembre 2001 furent le principal
facteur ayant contribué au déclin du trafic par rapport à l’année
précédente. La baisse fut ressentie exclusivement au cours des
deux premiers trimestres de 2002, alors que les hausses
enregistrées au cours des deux derniers trimestres de 2002 ont
signalé une reprise des marchés après le 11 septembre.

Bien que le nombre de passagers a diminué entre 2001 et 2002,
la distribution par province est demeurée à peu près inchangée.
Plus de 44% de tout le trafic a transité à travers l’Ontario, Toronto
s’accaparant la plus grande part de marché au Canada avec
19%. La majorité du trafic transfrontalier dans l’ouest du pays
est passée par la Colombie-Britannique, alors que Montréal et
Toronto ont accaparé la plus grande part des marchés entre l’est
du Canada et les États-Unis.

While the number of passengers declined between 2001
and 2002, the distribution by province remained virtually
unchanged.  Over 44% of all traffic went through Ontario,
Toronto being the largest Canadian market (19%).  British
Columbia attracted most of western Canada’s transborder
traffic while Toronto and Montréal captured the majority
of the traffic between eastern Canada and the United
States.

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Introduction

The publication Air Passenger Origin and Destination,
Canada-United States Report is published annually to
provide users with estimates by directional origin and
destination of the total passengers who traveled on
scheduled commercial flights between Canada and the
United States.  These passenger counts are reported by
major air carriers to the Passenger Origin-Destination
Survey.

The first section of this publication presents an overview
of the survey universe. A detailed listing of Canadian and
American carr iers par ticipating in the Origin and
Destination Survey is included.

The subsequent sections present eight market-oriented
tables. Tables 1 through 4 display passenger data by
directional origin and destination for journeys between
Canada and the United States.  Tables 5 through 8 present
passenger data for city-pairs which represent transborder
portions of international directional origin and destinations.
Several levels of aggregation are shown, with Tables 4
and 8 containing the most detail, that is, passenger counts
for all reported transborder city-pairs.

The survey’s methodology as well as the glossary are
presented in the Notes to users which follow the
statistical tables. A list of Factors which may have
influenced the data is also included in the Notes to
users section.

Section I - The survey universe

The figures contained in this publication are based on
data provided by air carriers participating in the Canadian
and American Passenger Origin-Destination Surveys.  It
should be noted, however, that some air carriers which
participate in the surveys are not authorized to provide
service between Canada and the United States.
Transborder passenger counts will only include such
carriers if they provide connecting services to carriers
authorized to offer transborder services and participate
in either the Canadian or American Passenger Origin-
Destination Surveys.

Canadian air carriers

As of January 1, 1988, Canadian Level I and Level II air
carriers are required to participate in the Canadian
Passenger Origin-Destination Survey if they offered
scheduled flights and if they transported at least 300,000
revenue passengers in each of the two calendar years
immediately preceding the reporting year. Text Table 3
displays the Canadian air carriers participating in the
Passenger Origin-Destination Survey in 2000, 2001 and
2002.

Introduction

Section 1 - L’univers de l’enquête

aux enquêtes canadienne et américaine sur l’origine et la
destination des passagers.  Il faut noter cependant que certains
transporteurs qui participent aux enquêtes n’offrent pas des
services entre le Canada et les États-Unis.  Les chiffres sur les
passagers des vols transfrontaliers ne sont présentés pour ces
transporteurs que s’ils offrent des services reliés à des services
transfrontaliers offerts par d’autres transporteurs aériens.

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Notes to users

Methodology and data limitations

Coverage/Survey universe

Passenger origin and destination statistics are collected
in Canada under the authority of the Statistics Act.
Canadian Level I and Level II air carriers which offer
scheduled flights are required to participate in the
Canadian Passenger Origin-Destination Survey if they
transported at least 300,000 revenue passengers in each
of the two calendar years immediately preceding the
reporting year.

In order to obtain a complete picture of the origins and
destinations of passengers traveling between Canada and
the United States, it is necessary to include data from
the United States Passenger Origin-Destination Survey.
These data are collected by the Department of Transporta-
tion from all certificated American air carriers which
operate aircraft with maximum passenger capacities of
more than 60 seats (excluding helicopters and intra-
Alaska carriers).  Canada and the United States exchange
passenger origin and destination data quarterly through
a formal statistical exchange agreement.

Survey methodology

The data summarized in this publication were drawn from
lifted passenger flight coupons pertaining to scheduled
air transportation. A 10% continuous systematic sample
of flight coupons lifted by the participating Canadian and
United States air carriers was employed.

All lifted coupons from revenue passengers having a serial
number ending in ‘0’ were selected for possible inclusion.
The air carriers were instructed to report data only from
those flight coupons where they were the first participating
carrier in the flight itinerary shown on the coupon.

Transborder origin and destination data are composed of
three elements. From the Canadian survey are taken
those itineraries which have pure Canadian carriage and
mixed Canadian and United States carriage content.  From
the United States survey are derived those itineraries with
pure United States carriage.

Data exchanged include all itineraries in the Passenger
Origin-Destination Surveys of the two countries which
have both a United States point and a Canadian point in
the routing, or which involved a United States carrier at a
Canadian point or a Canadian carrier at a United States
point.

Data quality and limitations

Non-sampling error

Errors may occur at almost every phase of a survey’s
operations: instructions for lifting of flight coupons by the
participating carriers may be misunderstood; data
observed on flight coupons may be illegible; and errors
may be introduced in the processing of the data.  Also,
since the source of these passenger figures is the first

Méthodologie et limites des données

Couverture/Univers de l’enquête

Les statistiques sur l’origine et la destination des passagers sont
recueillies au Canada en vertu de la Loi sur les statistiques. Les
transporteurs aériens canadiens des niveaux I et II qui offrent
des services réguliers sont tenus de participer à l’Enquête
canadienne sur l’origine et la destination des passagers s’ils ont
transporté au moins 300 000 passagers payants à chacune des
deux années civiles précédant immédiatement l’année de
déclaration.

Pour obtenir un tableau complet des statistiques sur l’origine et
la destination des passagers voyageant entre le Canada et les
États-Unis, il faut inclure les données américaines.  Ces données
sont recueillies par le Department of Transportation à partir de
tous les transporteurs aériens américains autorisés, qui assurent
des vols réguliers s’ils exploitent des aéronefs offrant une capacité
maximale de plus de 60 sièges (à l’exception de ceux qui assurent
les transports par hélicoptères et de ceux qui assurent les trans-
ports intérieurs en Alaska).  Le Canada et les États-Unis échangent
des données trimestrielles concernant l’origine et la destination
des passagers grâce à un accord formel sur l’échange de
statistiques.

Méthodologie de l’enquête

La publication contient des données résumées, obtenues à partir
de billets de passage sur vols réguliers. Les transporteurs
canadiens et américains ont prélevé un échantillon systématique
continu de 10% des volets détachés.

Tous les volets détachés des passagers payants dont le numéro
d’ordre se termine par ‘0’ sont choisis aux fins de l’enquête. Chaque
transporteur ne doit tenir compte que des volets pour lesquels il
est le premier transporteur participant pour l’itinéraire indiqué.

Les données transfrontalières sur l’origine et la destination se
composent de trois éléments. Dans l’enquête canadienne, on prélève
les itinéraires qui comportent les transports purement canadiens,
ainsi que les transports combinés Canada - États-Unis. De l’enquête
des États-Unis, on retire les itinéraires comportant les transports se
situant intégralement aux États-Unis.

Qualité et limites des données

Erreurs d’observation

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flight coupon lifted by a participating carrier, any changes
made to the flight itinerary after the information has been
recorded will not be reflected in these statistics.  All of
the errors described above are called non-sampling
errors. While some of the non-sampling errors will balance
out over a large number of observations, systematically
occurring errors will contribute to biases.

Sampling error

A complete census rather than a sample of flight coupons
would have produced a different set of results despite
the fact that the same type of instructions, transcriptions
and processing techniques were used. This discrepancy
of results is known as the sampling error of the estimates.
The sampling error expressed as a percentage of the
estimate to which it refers is not identical for all estimates.
Of any two estimates, the larger one will generally have a
smaller percent sampling error.

In the Passenger Origin-Destination Survey, estimates
of total passengers (inbound + outbound) which are less
than 600 are not regarded as being reliable because they
have unacceptable levels of sampling error.  Similarly,
estimates of less than 400 are not regarded as being
reliable indicators of the actual number of either inbound
or outbound passengers.  In the following table, measures
of reliability are given for selected estimates of total
passengers and estimates of inbound or outbound
passengers.  For each estimate, the percent sampling
error is provided as well as the range within which there
is a 95% chance that the actual origin-destination
passenger count is encompassed.

Revisions

Origin and Destination data are periodically revised when
necessary. Where possible, revisions for a given year are
provided in the following year’s publication and indicated
with an r.  If you wish to verify whether the published data
have been subsequently revised, please contact the
Aviation Statistics Centre, 1-866-500-8400 and/or
aviationstatistics@statcan.ca.

Other data quality considerations

Smaller markets, served by the scheduled services of
carriers who do not participate in the Passenger Origin-
Destination Survey, are not intended to be measured by
this survey.  The markets will, however, appear to some
extent in this publication as a result of interlining with
carriers who do participate.

The origin and destination statistics in this publication
can be used to indicate the relative community of interest
between different centres and the approximate volumes
of traffic generated at individual Canadian and American
points.  The figures do not, however, give recognition to
passengers stopping over at an intermediate point or
points en route to their destination.  For example, although
an itinerary from Montreal to Los Angeles may involve
several visits en route, only the initial origin and final
destination are taken into account.

In Tables 4 and 8, the minimum traffic cut off used is 400
passengers. Consequently, only city-pairs with total traffic
(i.e., outbound + inbound) equal to or greater than 400

Pareillement, les
estimations inférieures à 400 ne sont pas considérées comme
des indicateurs fiables des chiffres de passagers entrants ou
sortants.

Révisions

Nous révisons périodiquement au besoin les données sur l’origine
et la destination. Lorsque cela est possible, nous apportons des
révisions à ces données dans la publication de l’année suivante
et nous indiquons ces révisions par un r.

Autres considérations relatives à la qualité des
données

Les petits marchés, qui sont constitués de transporteurs assurant
un service régulier et qui ne participent pas à la présente enquête
ne sont pas compris dans le champ d’observation de l’enquête.
Toutefois, ces marchés figureront dans une certaine mesure en
raison des correspondances qui existent entre leurs lignes et
celles des transporteurs participants.

Les statistiques sur l’origine et la destination qui figurent dans la
présente publication peuvent servir à dégager l’intérêt commun
de divers centres ainsi que le volume approximatif de trafic en
divers points du Canada et des États-Unis.  Toutefois, les chiffres
ne tiennent pas compte des arrêts des passagers à l’un ou
plusieurs des points intermédiaires compris dans leur itinéraire.
Par exemple, bien qu’un itinéraire de Montréal à Los Angeles
puisse comporter plusieurs arrêts en d’autres lieux, seules
l’origine et la destination seront prises en considération.

Circulation

The Aviation Statistics Centre of Statistics Canada
publishes Origin and Destination statistics in response
to the many requests received from public authorities,
the industry and other interested parties. Comments on
the usefulness of this publication together with
suggestions for improvement are always welcome.

Presentation of the data

A given point of origin or destination may include more
than one airport and/or more than one city or area.  This
is because the markets of some airports extend beyond
the limits of the cities or areas in which they are located.
In addition, some cities or areas may be served by more
than one airport.  This aggregation of airports and/or cities
and areas ensures a comprehensive representation of
air passenger markets.  For example:

Présentation des données

Facteurs pouvant avoir une influence sur les
données

Les données sur les passagers présentées dans la publication
peuvent être affectées par des changements dans les vols offerts
par les transporteurs aériens qui font partie de l’enquête cana-
dienne sur l’origine et  la destination des passagers aériens et
par les transporteurs aériens qui font par tie de l’enquête
américaine sur l’origine et la destination des passagers aériens.

De nombreux nouveaux services réguliers ont été mis en place
entre le Canada et les États-Unis en 1995, la première année
d’existence de l’entente « Ciels ouverts » et en 1996.  Certains
de ces services ont par la suite été accrus, réduits ou interrompus
durant cette période, tandis que les accords de partage de codes
conclus entre les transporteurs aériens affiliés subissaient des
modifications, des marchés étant ajoutés aux accords et d’autres
en étant retirés.

Les services d’affrètement, qui ne sont pas couverts par l’Enquête
sur l’origine et la destination des passagers, fournissent géné-
ralement des vols long-courriers et moins coûteux que ceux
offerts par les services réguliers.  Par conséquent, des change-
ments dans les vols offerts par les services d’affrètement peuvent
influer sur les données sur les passagers présentés dans la
publication.

Factors which may have influenced the
data

Passenger counts contained in this publication may be
affected by changes in the flights offered by the air carriers
included in the Canadian Passenger Origin-Destination
Survey and by the air carriers included in the United States
Passenger Origin-Destination Survey.

In 1995 - the first year of “Open Skies” - as well as in
1996, many new scheduled services were introduced
between Canada and the United States.  Some of these
services were subsequently increased, decreased or
suspended during this time period, while codesharing
agreements, entered into by affiliated air carriers,
underwent changes, as markets were added to or
removed from the agreements.

Charter carriers, which are not covered by the Passenger
Origin-Destination Survey, generally serve long-haul
markets while providing less expensive flights than those
provided by scheduled carriers. Therefore, changes in the
services offered by charter carriers may have an impact
on passenger counts contained in this publication.
Charter flights were converted to scheduled flights in
several of the Canada-United States markets after the
signing of the Open Skies Agreement.  For fur ther
information, please see the publication Air Charter
Statistics (Catalogue number 51-207).

Air fares also have an impact on the passenger counts
contained in this publication.  For further information,
please see chapter six of the publication Canadian Civil
Aviation (Catalogue number 51-206).

Passenger air travel between particular cities is related
to a multitude of interacting factors in addition to the
number of flights and the fares.  A few examples of these
other factors are: the distance to be traveled, geographic
conditions, the meteorological conditions, the amount of
time available for travel, the availability of other modes of
passenger transportation, the economic circumstances
of individual travelers and enterprises sponsoring travel,
city population size, and the levels of recreational,
commercial, and political activity taking place in the cities.

2001

Air Canada launched Tango in November 2001, the
discount brand providing low cost services.

The terrorists’ attacks of September 11th provoked a
decrease in passenger traffic around the world and in
North America especially. The impact of the events of
September 11th was felt mainly in the fourth quarter of
2001.

The merger of Air Canada and Canadian Airlines was
completed in 2001. Data were submitted jointly for the
first time for the fourth quarter of 2000. The data quality
for 2001 improved compared to the fourth quarter of 2000.
Consequently, caution should be exercised when using
or comparing to data for 2000.

In 2001, Air Transat became a participating carrier to this
survey for the first time. The inclusion of Air Transat’s data
in the 2001 reports suggests increases in certain markets
which may not necessarily reflect growth in those markets.
Florida and Nevada, in par ticular, showed notable
increases.

The absence of Canada 3000 data in the Survey showed
an incomplete picture of the real numbers of airlines
passengers between Canada and United States.

2002

The impact of the terrorist attacks of September 11, 2001
on air travel was extended for a part of 2002. The number
of passengers in the first two quarters continued to
decrease compared to 2001. The number of passengers
in the third and the fourth quarters increased but the
number of passengers remained below the 2000 level.
 
The security surtax on the purchase of airplane tickets
was denounced as having a dissuasive effect on small
markets.

 
In 2002, new low cost carriers entered into the Canadian
market: CanJet, Jetsgo and Zip (a branch of Air Canada).
WestJet and Tango (also a branch of Air Canada) were
already in the air transportation market. All these carriers
were engaged in a price war on the Canadian markets
but also in several transborder markets such as in Florida,
California and Nevada more specifically.
 
The effect of the American low cost carriers was also
noticeable in the transborder markets. The large,
American air carriers, like American Airlines and United
Airlines, experienced some financial difficulties which led
them to restructure and modify the services they offered
in some markets. Consequently, some city-pairs saw their
market share decrease while others saw their share
increase.

Une multitude de facteurs interreliés, outre le nombre de vols et
les tarifs, influent sur le trafic aérien de passagers entre certaines
villes.  Comme autres facteurs, mentionnons la distance à par-
courir, les conditions géographiques, les conditions météo-
rologiques, le temps disponible pour voyager, les services offerts
par les autres modes de transport de passagers, la situation
économique de chaque voyageur et des entreprises de promotion
des voyages, la taille de la population des villes et les niveaux
d’activités récréatives, commerciales et politiques des villes.

2001

Air Canada a lancé le service Tango en novembre 2001, la
marque de prestations à bas prix.

Les attentats terroristes du 11 septembre 2001 ont provoqué
une baisse de l’achalandage partout dans le monde, et en
Amérique du Nord plus par ticulièrement. L’impact des
événements du 11 septembre s’est surtout fait sentir au
quatrième trimestre de 2001.

La fusion entre Air Canada et les Lignes aériennes Canadien fut
complétée en 2001. Les données furent soumises conjointement
pour la première fois au quatrième trimestre de 2000. La qualité
des données en 2001 s’est améliorée par rapport au quatrième
trimestre de 2000. Toute utilisation des données de 2000, ou
toute comparaison à ces données, demeure sujette à caution.

En 2001, Air Transat a participé à l’enquête pour la première
fois. L’inclusion des données d’Air Transat a entraîné des hausses
sur certains marchés qui ne reflètent pas nécessairement une
croissance de ces marchés. La Floride et le Nevada notamment
ont montré des hausses significatives.

L’absence des données de Canada 3000 à l’Enquête fait un
portrait incomplet du nombre réel de passagers aériens entre le
Canada et les États-Unis.

2002

L’effet des événements du 11 septembre 2001 s’est prolongé
pendant une partie de l’année 2002. Le nombre de passagers
des deux premiers trimestres a continué de diminuer
comparativement à 2001. Le nombre de passagers des troisièmes
et quatrièmes trimestres a augmenté, mais le nombre de
passagers est demeuré inférieur à ce qu’il était en 2000.

La surtaxe à la sécurité à l’achat des billets d’avion a été
dénoncée comme ayant un effet dissuasif sur les petits marchés,
affectant la compétition entre les modes de transports pour ces
marchés.

De nouveaux transporteurs à rabais sont entrés dans le marché
canadien en 2002: CanJet, Jetsgo et Zip (filiale de Air Canada).
WestJet et Tango (aussi une filiale de Air Canada) étaient déjà
présent dans le marché du transport aérien. Tous ces trans-
porteurs se sont livrés une guerre de tarifs sur les marchés
canadiens, mais aussi sur plusieurs destinations transfrontalières,
notamment la Floride, la Californie et le Nevada.

L’effet des transporteurs à rabais américains s’est aussi fait sentir
sur les destinations transfrontalières. Par ailleurs, les grandes
compagnies aériennes américaines comme American Airlines
et United Airlines ont connu des difficultés financières les ayant
amené à se restructurer et ayant modifié l’offre sur certains
marchés. En conséquence, certaines paires de villes ont vu leur
part de marché diminuer, alors que d’autres ont vu leur part
augmenter.
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A new computer system was used for the first time to
process the 2002 data. As a result, some factors that
may influence the published data include:

• New methodology for converting Air Transat data

Air Transat reports their data by flight and therefore it
must be converted to ticket format in order to be
integrated.  A new algorithm has been implemented
for this conversion.

• Changes in world area codes

Previously, these locations were considered to be
transborder, but are now considered as foreign, and
therefore excluded from the publication:

St-Croix, Virgin Islands
St-Thomas, Virgin Islands
Guam
Mariana Islands
American Samoa
Palau Islands

Previously, these locations were considered to be
domestic, but are now considered foreign and therefore
excluded from the publication:

St-Pierre and Miquelon

• More accuracy in calculating distances due to better
latitude/longitude information

Some 2001 data, previously released in the 2001
publication, were revised in the 2002 published data, due
to changes in world area codes as explained above.

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Glossary

Circle itinerary: An itinerary that begins and ends at the
same point in which the inbound portion does not retrace
the path of the outbound portion.

City-pair: Two cities between which travel is authorized
by a ticket or part of a ticket. The two cities are the
directional origin and destination in the case of Tables 3
and 4, and in the case of Tables 7 and 8 the transborder
portion of the international journey, or DOD.

Classification in reporting levels:

Level I - every Canadian air carrier that, in each of the
two calendar years immediately preceding the report year,
transported at least 1,000,000 revenue passengers or at
least 200,000 tons of revenue goods.

Level II - every Canadian air carrier that, in each of the
two calendar years immediately preceding the report year,
transported 100,000 revenue passengers or more, but
fewer than 1,000,000 revenue passengers, or 30,000 tons
of revenue goods or more but less than 200,000 tons of
revenue goods.

Coupon: One part of a ticket which authorizes travel on
one segment of the journey represented by the ticket.

Directional origin and destination (DOD): In the
Passenger Origin-Destination Survey, routing information
from each air ticket is broken down into one or more uni-
directional trips, with each trip having its own origin and
destination.  Passenger counts contained in this
publication relate to directional origin-destination city-
pairs, or DODs, created in the manner described above.

The relationship between directional origin and ticket
origin and between directional destination and ticket
destination (given that they are derived from the same
ticket) depends on the characteristics of the itinerary being
represented in the ticket.  For a one-way itinerary, direc-
tional origin is the same as ticket origin and directional
destination is the same as ticket destination.  For
“symmetrical”, “circle” or “open-jaw” itineraries, directional
origin is the same as ticket origin, while directional
destination and ticket destination are not the same.

Itinerary: All points in the passenger journey, beginning
with the origin, followed by the routing, and ending with
the destination, in the sequence shown in the fare ladder
section of the coupon.

Intermediate point: Any point in an itinerary, other than
the origin and destination, at which the passenger makes
an interline or intraline connection or stopover.

International: The world area outside Canada and the
United States.

Open-jaw itinerary: Similar to a circle itinerary except that the
initial and terminal points are not the same.

Participating carrier (Canadian): A Canadian air carrier
classified in reporting level I or II that, in each of the two calendar
years immediately preceding the report year, transported 300,000
revenue passengers or more on scheduled flights.

Participating carrier (American): A certificated American air
carrier which provides scheduled passenger flights using aircraft
with maximum passenger capacities of more than 60 seats.

Point: One or more airports and/or one or more cities comprising
either a) the directional origin or destination of a transborder
journey or b) the beginning or the end of a transborder portion of
an international journey.

Revenue passenger: A person receiving air transportation from
an air carrier for which remuneration of 25% or more of the regular
economy fare is received by the air carrier. Air carrier employees
or others receiving air transportation against whom token service
charges are levied are not considered as revenue passengers.
Infants for whom a token fare is charged are not counted as
passengers.  Passengers flying on ‘frequent flyer’ redemptions
are counted as revenue passengers.

Stopover: An intermediate stop in an itinerary where the
passenger arrives at and departs from the point on different days.

Symmetrical itinerary: An itinerary that begins and ends at the
same point in which the inbound portion retraces the path of the
outbound portion.

Ticket: The booklet containing the auditor’s coupon and individual
passenger travel authorizations consisting of the flight coupon
(or coupons) covering the passenger’s complete itinerary.

Ticket origin and destination (TOD): The first and last points
named in the passenger’s ticket.

Transborder: Journeys which begin in Canada and terminate in
the United States or vice versa.

Transborder portion of an international journey: The first
Canadian point and the last United States point (or vice versa)
within a journey which originates at or is destined to some point
outside Canada and the United States.  The cities delineating
the transborder portions of the following international journeys
are underlined for the purposes of illustration: Montréal - New
York - Paris; Madrid - Chicago - Winnipeg - Calgary. Note that
there is no double counting of air passengers as presented in
this publication; city-pairs listed in table 8 are not included in
table 4 of this publication.

Unit toll: Transportation at per passenger rates.
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Glossaire

Billet: Carnet contenant le volet de contrôle et les bons
individuels de transport des passagers et comprenant le
billet de passage (ou les billets de passage) se rapportant
à l’itinéraire complet du passager.

Classement selon les niveaux de déclaration

Niveau I: est classé au niveau I tout transporteur aérien
canadien qui, au cours de chacune des deux années
civiles précédant l’année de déclaration, a transporté au
moins un million de passagers payants ou au moins
200 000 tonnes métriques de marchandises payantes.

Niveau II: est classé au niveau II tout transporteur aérien
canadien qui, au cours de chacune des deux années
civiles précédant l’année de déclaration, a transporté un
nombre de passagers payants de 100 000 ou plus et de
moins d’un million ou un nombre de tonnes métriques de
marchandises payantes de 30 000 ou plus et de moins
200 000.

Coupon: Partie du billet qui permet d’effectuer un
segment du voyage pour lequel le billet est émis.

DOD: (Directional Origin and Destination) Voir: Origine
et destination d’un voyage simple (ODVS).

“Fer à cheval”:.Voir: Itinéraire “open jaw”.

International: Tous les pays à l’exception du Canada et
des États-Unis.

Itinéraire: Tous les points compris dans le voyage d’un
passager, à commencer par le point d’origine, et se
terminant à la destination, dans l’ordre où ils apparaissent
dans la partie du billet qui mentionne les prix de passage.

Itinéraire circulaire: Itinéraire qui commence et finit au
même point, sans que le parcours de retour soit le même
que le parcours aller.

Itinéraire “open jaw”: Analogue à l’itinéraire circulaire,
sauf que le point d’origine n’est pas le même que le point
de destination.

Itinéraire symétrique: Itinéraire qui commence et finit
au même point et où le parcours de retour est le même
que le parcours aller.

“Open jaw”: Voir: Itinéraire “open jaw”.

Origine et destination d’un voyage simple (ODVS) :
Dans le cadre de l’Enquête sur l’origine et la destination
des passagers, les renseignements sur les itinéraires tirés
de chaque billet d’avion sont décomposés en un voyage
simple ou plus, chacun ayant sa propre origine et sa
propre destination. Le nombre de passagers présenté
dans cette publication renvoie aux paires de villes selon
l’origine et la destination d’un voyage simple (ODVS), de
la façon décrite plus haut.

Le lien qui existe entre l’origine du voyage simple et
l’origine portée sur le billet, et entre la destination du
voyage simple et la destination portée sur le billet (en

supposant que les renseignements proviennent du même billet)
dépend des caractéristiques de l’itinéraire pour lequel le billet
est émis. Pour un voyage aller seulement, l’origine et la destination
du voyage simple et l’origine et la destination portées sur le billet
sont identiques. Dans le cas d’itinéraires symétriques, circulaires
et «open jaw», l’origine du voyage simple et l’origine portée sur
le billet sont identiques; par contre, la destination du voyage
simple et la destination portée sur le billet ne le sont pas.

Paire de villes: Deux villes entre lesquelles le passager a le
droit de se déplacer en raison d’un billet ou d’un volet.  Les deux
villes constituent l’origine et la destination d’un voyage simple
dans le cas des tableaux 3 et 4, et le trajet transfrontalier d’une
ODVS internationale dans le cas des tableaux 7 et 8.

Point: Un ou plus aéroports et?ou un ou plus de villes qui
constituent a) l’origine ou la destination d’un voyage simple ou
b) le commencement ou la fin d’un trajet transfrontalier d’un
voyage international.

Point d’escale: Arrêt en cours d’itinéraire où le passager arrive
et dont il repart à des jours différents.

Point intermédiaire: Tout point d’un itinéraire à l’exception de
l’origine et de la destination où le passager s’arrête pour prendre
une correspondance sur la même ligne ou sur une ligne différente,
ou pour faire escale.

Provenance et destination du voyage complet (TOD): Premier
et dernier points mentionnés sur le billet du passager.

Tarif unitaire: Transport dont le taux est fixé par passager.

TOD: (Ticket Origin and Destination) Voir: Provenance et
destination du voyage complet.

Trajet transfrontalier d’un voyage international: Le premier
point situé au Canada et le dernier point situé aux États-Unis
(ou inversement) dans un  voyage en provenance ou à destination
d’un point situé à l’extérieur du Canada et des États-Unis.  Par
exemple, les trajets transfrontaliers dans les voyages
internationals suivants sont soulignés: Montréal - New York - Paris;
Madrid - Chicago - Winnipeg - Calgary.

Transfrontalier: Voyage qui commence au Canada et qui termine
aux États-Unis (ou inversement).

Transporteur participant (canadien): Un transporteur aérien
canadien au niveau de déclaration I ou II qui, au cours des deux
années civiles précédant l’année de déclaration, ont transporté
au moins 300 000 passagers payants sur des vols réguliers.

Transporteur participant (américain): Un transporteur aérien
américain autorisés  qui assurent des vols réguliers utilisant des
aéroneufs offrant une capacité maximale de plus de 60 sièges.

Voyageur payant: Personne dont le voyage est assuré par un
transporteur aérien qui perçoit une rétribution de 25% ou plus
du tarif de la classe économique. Les employés des transporteurs
aériens ou d’autres personnes qui ne paient qu’un tarif
symbolique n’entrent pas dans la catégorie des voyageurs
payants. Les enfants en bas âge dont le prix du billet est
également symbolique n’entrent pas dans la catégorie des
voyageurs.  Les passagers qui paient leur voyage au moyen de
points de grands voyageurs sont considérés comme des
passagers payants.
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
