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INTRODUCTION

This publication is based on data produced from annual
returns received from cable television licensees. These
data have been used to generate information on basic tier
services and on discretionary and other services of the
cable television industry. These elements of the industry
reported revenues of $2.5 billion with subscription fees
accounting for 93.8% of the total.

Net profit after income taxes for the entire industry
decreased by 54.3% over 1995.

Concepts

All cable television systems licensed to operate in
Canada by the Canadian Radio-television and Telecom-
munications Commission (CRTC) were surveyed in the
1996 broadcasting year. Master antenna television was
excluded. Pay television facilities and specialty services
are now included in tables 24, 25 and 26.

Book depreciation is published in Tables 15, 16, 22 and
23, and show details of property, plant and equipment, and
provide a link to previously published data on profitability.
Prior to 1987 these tables contained standardized depreci-
ation whereby fixed assets were depreciated in a uniform
manner by prescheduling the life of the asset and writing
it off over the period.

Survey Methodology and Quality

The requirements of the CRTC, Industry Canada and
Statistics Canada for cable television statistics have been
met by using a joint annual return to ease the burden on
respondents.

While a single return ensures consistency of reporting,
errors may occur in any phase of survey operations. To
minimize such errors, returns are checked for consistency
and compared with audited financial statements. There are
also checks on data input, analysis and output.

Licensees with more than 6,000 subscribers completed
the annual return in detail. Those with 6,000 subscribers or
less completed only the ownership portion of the return
and a summary giving the financial and operating high-
lights of the cable television system including discretionary
services revenue.

A separate report for each system was requested from
all licensees. However; in order to reduce response
burden, consolidated reports were accepted from com-

INTRODUCTION

La présente publication est fondée sur les données provenant
des questionnaires annuels remplis par les détenteurs d'une licence
de télédistribution.

Concepts

L'amortissement comptable est publié aux tableaux 15, 16, 22 et
23 qui présentent des détails sur les terrains, les batiments, les
installations et le matériel. lls constituent un lien avec les données
sur la rentabilité publiées antérieurement. Avant 1987, ces tableaux
contenaient I'amortissement normalisé selon lequel les immobilisa-
tions étaient amorties de fagcon uniforme en établissant a I'avance
la durée de vie de celles-ci et en les radiant au cours de la période.

Méthodologie et qualité de I'enquéte

On a satisfait aux exigences du CRTC, d'Industrie Canada et de
Statistique Canada en matiére de statistiques sur la télédistribution
en utilisant le méme questionnaire annuel, ce qui a permis de
réduire le fardeau de réponse.

L'emploi d'un seul questionnaire garantit |'uniformité des
réponses, mais des erreurs peuvent survenir a toute étape de
I'enquéte. Pour réduire ces erreurs au minimum, les questionnaires
sont examinés au niveau de l'uniformité et comparés aux états
financiers vérifiés. On vérifie également la saisie, I'analyse et
I'extraction des données.

Les titulaires de licences, desservant plus de 6,000 abonnés, ont
rempli le questionnaire annuel en détail. Ceux qui comptaient
moins de 6,000 abonnés n'ont eu qu'a remplir la partie sur la
propriété et a présenter un compte rendu sur les finances et les
points saillants de leur exploitation du systeme de télédistribution
incluant les revenus des services facultatifs.

Chaque systeme devait faire I'objet d'une déclaration distincte.
Toutefois, afin d'alléger la tache des compagnies ayant plusieurs
petits systemes, des rapports consolidés ont été acceptés. Chaque
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panies with many small systems. Each report received was
considered to be a reporting unit, the lowest level at which
disaggregated financial data are available and the basis of
this publication.

The Balance Sheet and Cash Flow Statement apply at
the level of the business organization. Balance Sheet data
are published in Table 11 and 17 according to the business
organization's head office location. Regional aggregations
were required to preserve the confidentiality of the data.

For 1973 and previous years the Balance Sheet data
were separated into groups according to the total operating
revenues of the business organization. However; since
1974 the Balance Sheet data of business organizations
have been grouped according to their holdings of total
assets. In 1987 and subsequent years, data are separated
on the basis of systems having 2,000 or more subscribers.
In 1996, only licensees over 6,000 subscribers (Class 1)
completed a detailed annual return. The group limits in
dollars for business organizations' holdings of total assets
as shown in their Balance Sheets for 1996 and 1995 are as
follows:

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As explained previously, the presentation of data in this
publication employs two methods of classifying the growth
of cable television; one based on the business organiza-
tion and the other based on the reporting unit. Any analy-
sis relating business organizations directly to reporting
units would require a special rearrangement of the data,
and cannot be made using the data in the present format.

Analysis

During 1996, there were 2,051 cable systems licensed
by the CRTC; of these, 56 were under various stages of
development and not operating. The remaining 1,995
systems were grouped into 832 reporting units for which
operating statements were received by Statistics Canada.

There were 7,346,725 subscribers and 520,115 indirect
subscribers in 1996 compared to 7,231,028 and 560,078
in 1995 representing an overall increase of 1.0% in
subscribers over the previous year.

International Payments and Receipts

International payments and receipts shown in Text
Table 3 includes all commercial, financial, professional,
technical, administrative and management services,
royalties, patents, copyrights, advertising, commissions,
salaries, insurance premiums and claims, equipment
rentals, computer services and all other receipts from and
payments to non-residents for services which are directly
remitted or charged to accounts. Merchandise exports and
imports, travel and freight and shipping transactions are
omitted. All amounts are net of with-holding taxes.

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The following information may be extracted from the
series of statistical tables which follow. They portray
financial and physical statistics of the cable television
industry in Canada for the year 1996.

More detailed information may be found in these
statistical tables and can be used for an in depth study of
the health of the industry.

Basic tier cable television revenue increased 3.1% to
$1,903.6 million in 1996 from $1,846.1 million in 1995.
Subscription revenue accounted for $1,838.3 million or
96.6% of the total revenue. Total expenses increased by
7.3% to $1,927.0 million. Program origination expenses
increased 8.5% to $85.5 million and to 4.5% of total
revenue. Technical expenses at $442.8 million repre-
sented 23.3% of total revenue. Affiliation payments
increased to $200.3 million in 1996 over $184.6 million in
1995. Copyright fees totalled $51.7 million, a decrease of
7.1% over 1995. Interest expenses represented 21.5% of
total revenue. Total expenses were 101.2% of total
revenue, compared to 97.3% in 1995. Pretax profit de-
creased by 17.6% to $173.9 million. This was 9.1% of total
revenue, down from 15.7% in 1995 and 11.6% in 1993.
Net profit after tax decreased to $132.4 million from $226.2
million last year.

Revenue for discretionary services rose 13.0% to
$775.4 million. Expenses for discretionary services were
$798.3 million or 103.0% of revenue in 1996 compared to
$556.9 million or 81.2% in 1995. Net profit before taxes
decreased to $-3.0 million or -0.3% of revenue as opposed
to $144.2 miillion or 21.0% in 1995.

The number of subscribers to discretionary services was
5.82 million in 1996, an increase of 5.0% over 1995.

One of the changes to be aware of when comparing
cablevision statistics is the continuing blurring of the line
between basic cable and discretionary services as more
companies offer extended basic through negative option
packages.

A financial summary of the Cable Television Industry by
Class may be found in Table 4. Class 1 shows data on all
cable systems having more than 6,000 subscribers and
class 2 are those systems having less than 6,000 sub-
scribers. Part Il contains information on those small
systems generally with two or fewer locally available off-air
signals.

Direct access to broadcasting information is possible
through CANSIM, Statistics Canada's machine-readable
data base and retrieval system through the matrices TV
1803-1810; Radio 1811-1818 and Cable TV 1819-1828.
Data from catalogues 56-204 and 56-205 are also avail-
able in machine readable format.

Les paiements d'affiliation ont augmenté pour passer a 200,3
millions de $ en 1996, comparativement & 184,6 millions de $ en
1995. Les dépenses en frais de droits d'auteurs ont totalisé 51,7
millions de $ en 1996, une diminuation de 7,1 % par rapport & 1995.
Les intéréts versés ont représenté 21,5 % du revenu total. Les
dépenses totales ont représenté 101,2% du revenu total en 1996,
comparativement a 97,3 % en 1995.
